Conductor MICHAEL STERN will lead a masterclass for students who have prepared concertos or other works for soloist and orchestra. Three Music School students (must be currently enrolled in private lessons or an ensemble) will be selected to play in the masterclass. Conductor MICHAEL STERN is in his sixth season as Music Director of the Kansas City Symphony, hailed for its remarkable artistic growth and development since his tenure began. The Symphony and Mr. Stern have made three critically acclaimed recordings since 2007 . Additionally , he is the founding artistic director and principal conductor of The IRIS Orchestra in Germantown, Tennessee. This unique group has been widely praised for its virtuosity and programming and has produced a string of recordings and acclaimed commissioned new works by American composers. Stern has led orchestras throughout Europe and Asia, including the London Symphony, the London, Royal Stockholm, Israel and Moscow philharmonics, the Orchestre de Paris, Tokyo's NHK and the Vienna Radio symphonies. He has conducted nearly every major orchestra in North America, including the New Y ork Philharmonic, the Chicago, Pittsburgh, St. Louis, Atlanta, Baltimore, Philadelphia and Montreal symphonies and the Cleveland Orchestra.

Mr. Stern will join the Rhode Island Philharmonic Orchestra on October 15 at 8:00 p.m. at Veterans Memorial Auditorium to conduct a performance of Ravel’s Piano Concerto in G Major, featuring pianist Joyce Yang,andBerlioz’sBenvenutoCelliniovertureandSymphonieFantastique, op. 14.
